Here it is customary to trace three small crosses on the forehead, lips and heart 
Glory to you, Lord Jesus Christ. 
 
When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified 
Jesus there with the criminals, one on his right and one on his left. Then 
Jesus said, ‘Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they are doing.’ 
And they cast lots to divide his clothing. And the people stood by, watching; 
but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, ‘He saved others; let him save himself 
if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen one!’ The soldiers also mocked him, 
coming up and offering him sour wine, and saying, ‘If you are the King of 
the Jews, save yourself!’ There was also an inscription over him, ‘This is the 
King of the Jews.’ 
 
One of the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying, 
‘Are you not the Messiah? Save yourself and us!’ But the other rebuked him, 
saying, ‘Do you not fear God, since you are under the same sentence of 
condemnation? And we indeed have been condemned justly, for we are 
getting what we deserve for our deeds, but this man has done nothing 
wrong.’ Then he said, ‘Jesus, remember me when you come into your 
kingdom.’

We look for the X resurrection of the dead, 
   and the life of the world to come.

BREAKING OF THE BREAD AND COMMUNION 
 
We break this bread to share in the body of Christ.

A period of deep silence is held with silent adoration before the Blessed Sacrament.

Christ our Lord. Send us out in the power of your Spirit to live and 
work to your praise and glory. 
 

BLESSING AND DISMISSAL 
 
The priest pronounces the blessing 
 
Christ our exalted King pour upon you his abundant gifts and bring you to 
reign with him in glory; here it is customary to bow, or genuflect on the left knee and 
the blessing of God almighty, X the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, be 
among you and remain with you always. Amen. 
 
Go in peace to love and serve the Lord. 
In the name of Christ. Amen.
